Télimélé: two milk brothers killed by lightning in a field in N’Gourma – Guinea 
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This Saturday, October 18, 2025, shortly after 2 p.m., a lightning cost the life of two milk brothers in a rice field in Wédou Bakolo, locality of the district of N’Gouma, in the rural commune of Gougoudjé, prefecture of Télimélé.
The victims, Samba Ténin Bah, a mechanic in his 30s, married and father of a child, and Boubacar Bah, an 18-year-old, single mason, had gone to watch the field when the tragedy occurred. Their sudden death plunges families and loved ones into deep sadness.

Asked after the tragedy, their father, Modi Mamadou Binta Bah, still in shock, said: “My two children left this morning to monitor the field located in Bhouly, not far from the village of Wédou Bakolo. Around 2 p.m., a heavy rain accompanied by thunder fell on the scene. Suddenly, an electric shock hit a nere near the hut where they had taken shelter, touching them at close range. They have restored the soul at the time, without the residents, running there, not being able to do anything. »
The two milk brothers will be buried this Sunday, October 19, 2025 in Missidé Baliwel, in the district of N’Gouma.
