In a parallel tragedy, two sisters lost their lives after drowning in a river that had swollen rapidly due to the torrential rains. It is believed the siblings were attempting to cross the river when they were swept away by the strong currents. These incidents underscore the extreme dangers posed by the current rainy season, with authorities urging the public to exercise maximum caution.
The Civil Protection Unit has warned that the heavy rains are likely to continue, increasing the risk of flash floods and lightning strikes. Communities in low-lying areas and those with poor infrastructure are particularly vulnerable. This horrific day serves as a grim reminder of the need for improved weather preparedness and infrastructure in rural Zimbabwe.
