Rutshuru: two women farmers killed by lightning in the fields of Kiseguro – DRC
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Two women, a mother and her daughter, lost their lives after being struck down in the fields northeast of the village of Kiseguro, in the grouping of Binza, Rutshuru territory (North Kivu). The tragedy occurred on Wednesday, September 10, 2025 during a rain accompanied by violent lightning.
According to local sources, the two victims had taken shelter under a tree when they were struck by lightning. Their lifeless bodies were discovered the next morning, Thursday, September 11, by residents who went in search of them.
“Our grandmother and aunt went to the fields to sow beans. That day, it rained heavily with thunder. They didn't come home at night. In the morning, we went to get them and found their bodies without breath of life. We found that they had been killed by lightning,” said Aristide Kamate, a member of the family.
The victims were identified as Kabuo Muhesi, in their 60s, and his daughter Francine Kabwana. The latter leaves behind two orphaned children and a widowed husband.
This tragedy comes at a time when the agglomeration of Kiseguro was marked, between 7 and 13 September, by several bursts of lightning that struck the region.
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
