Malawi....Lightning Kills One as Early-Season Storms Displace Over 4,000 People — DoDMA – Malawi

DoDMA said it will continue updating the nation on disaster occurrences and ongoing response efforts.
Lilongwe, Malawi—One person has died after being struck by lightning in Neno District as severe early-season storms continue to wreak havoc across Malawi, affecting more than 4,360 people since the onset of the 2025/26 rainy season, the Department of Disaster Management Affairs (DoDMA) has confirmed, writes Winston Mwale.
In its latest update released on Friday, DoDMA reported that 969 households have been affected by stormy rains, flash floods and strong winds across ten councils: Chitipa, Dedza, Dowa, Kasungu, Lilongwe, Neno, Nkhata Bay, Nkhotakota, Nsanje and Thyolo.
The department further indicated that ten people sustained various injuries during the weather-related incidents recorded up to 21 November.
Commissioner for Disaster Management Affairs Wilson Moleni said response operations are underway, with families receiving food and essential relief items.
“The department is reaching out to the affected with food and non-food items, which include maize, beans, blankets, pails and plastic sheets for temporary roofing,” Moleni said, adding that assistance will continue based on verified district reports.
DoDMA has urged the public to remain vigilant as rainfall is expected to intensify in the coming weeks.
