31- year-old man struck by lightning at the Tampon: "He remained stuck at the shower head" - Madagascar

This Sunday, the East, the Southeast and the South were placed in heavy vigilance rains and thunderstorms. Several steps have been submerged. At the Tampon, a man was struck by lightning at home. He was taken to the hospital in absolute emergency.

A Tamponnais is currently in the hospital. He was struck by lightning inside his house. The man was taken care of in absolute emergency. His wife, present at the time of the tragedy, tells us that she saw a flash through the house with waiting for the bathroom where the victim was.
"It was raining ropes and my husband went to shower. A few minutes later, there was a big thunderbolt. A light came into the meter and passed through the entire house. We had the impression that it was going through our bodies and it went to the bathroom. Mr. remained glued to the shower head. My daughter went to see him, she came back crying and told me he was on the floor. I thought he was just falling. The counter jumped, but I don't know how long it's been taped. The SMUR and the firefighters intervened, it was impressive. The children are in shock.”
At the Tampon, the storm was also accompanied by heavy rains that flooded the roads and courtyards of the houses. The same thing in Saint-Leu, the rainfall has resulted in impressive floods. Submerged radiators, swollen waterfalls, the inhabitants say they are surprised by the speed of the phenomenon. "I don't understand, there must have been a very strong storm in the tops and it cleaned up the ravine."
Therefore, swimming is prohibited in the lagoon. The swimmers had to come out of the water in the face of pollution, the mud having reached the ocean. "I wanted to go swimming, but the lifeguard gave me signs that I'd get out of the water. On the way out, I felt it scratched me, I thought it was not normal.”
Weather services are calling for caution. This Monday, new showers are expected on the heights of the island.
