Lightning kills 15 goats in Kinango as heavy rains pound – Kenya

KINANGO, Kwale Fifteen goats were killed after lightning struck a goat shed in Wamasa village, Kinango Sub-County, during a heavy downpour on Saturday afternoon.
According to police at Vigurungani Police Station, the incident occurred at about 3:45pm while it was raining heavily with thunder in Vigurungani Location, about 15 kilometres west of the station.
The livestock belonged to 45-year-old Priscah Mwende, a Wamasa village resident.
Police who visited the scene established that lightning struck the goat shed, killing all 15 goats instantly.
The animals were estimated to be worth approximately Sh100,000. The scene was documented by officers, and the owner was advised to bury the carcasses.
The case has been recorded as pending under inquiry (PUI), with the Station Police Commander at Vigurungani handling the matter.
The incident comes amid meteorological department alert that some parts of the country including the coastal region will experience heavy rains from Monday.
