Mali: 23 deaths caused by floods and lightning since the beginning of wintering (official)

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Floods and lightning have killed 23 people since the beginning of wintering in Mali, the technical committee of the Inter-Ministerial Committee for Crisis and Disaster Management on the Point of Floods (CECOGEC) said in a statement on Saturday.
The 42 flooding cases identified as well as the 9 cases of lightning and the four cases of strong winds also left 34 injured, resulting in the collapse of 12,024 homes and made 20,296 people disaster, the statement said.
However, the situation improved because during the week of September 10 to 15, 2025, there were no cases of flooding and lightning struck only once, the statement said.
Inviting people to be vigilant and adherent to instructions, he recommends, in particular, that they release the right-of-way and water flow routes, move away from the banks of flood water courses or a water drainage channel, not use a phone under the storm and not touch the electrical cables in the event of rain.
