15-year-old pupil has been killed by lightning during a heavy downpour in, Loroo Village, Amudat District 
The deceased, identified as Joshua Langata, a Primary Six pupil at Loroo Primary School, was struck at Loroo Trading Centre shortly after he had sought permission to leave school. 
According to Karamoja Police Spokesperson IP Mike Longole, the teenager was in the company of friends when the incident occurred. The group had taken shelter under a tree as rains intensified. 
“Unfortunately, Joshua succumbed to the injuries caused by the lightning strike despite efforts by medical workers at Loroo Health Centre III,” Longole confirmed. 
It was not immediately clear whether any of the other children who were with him sustained injuries. 
The incident has left the Loroo community in shock, with residents calling for increased awareness on safety during storms. 
Authorities have since advised the public to avoid taking shelter under trees during heavy rains, as such practices expose individuals to the risk of lightning strikes, which are common in Karamoja during the rainy season.
