Local sources: Thunderbolt kills a young man and infects others in Taiz  - Yemen
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Local sources in the province of Taiz (southwestern Yemen) reported on Saturday, September 13, the death of a young man and the injury of two others as a result of a thunderbolt that hit the village of Al-Hubail of the Directorate of Sabr Al-Madam southeast of Taiz.
The sources explained to “Yemen Daily News” that the young man Jamil Mahmoud al-Wajeeh died and two others were seriously injured by thunderbolt, as a result of which he was taken to the hospital.
Yemen, especially in the summer, is witnessing increased activity of thunderstorms and lightning, especially in mountainous and western governorates such as Al-Mahwit, Hajjah, Al-Dhale, Ibb, Rima and Dhamar, because of their geographical location and their impact on seasonal tropical currents coming from the Arabian Sea and the Horn of Africa.
According to the reports of the General Authority of Civil Aviation and Meteorology of Yemen, the period from June to September of each year is the peak of the heavy rainy season and thunderstorms, sometimes accompanied by lightning and lethal lightning, especially in high- and open villages that lack protection.
In recent years, thunderbolts have led to frequent deaths among residents in different parts of Yemen, specifically among farmers, pastoralists and residents of unprotected mud houses from weather phenomena.
