Mbour: a fisherman killed by lightning in the open sea – Senegal

In Mbour, a forty-year-old fisherman lost his life on Monday night after being struck by lightning while trying to moor his canoe. His body was found overnight. 
A tragedy struck the commune of Mbour on Monday night. A fisherman in his forties lost his life after being hit by lightning. The accident occurred around 7 p.m., while a violent thunderstorm was hitting the coast. 
After landing the fishing of the day with his crew, he returned alone to the sea to moor his canoe. It was at this time that a lightning fell nearby, projecting it violently into the ocean. A companion, witness of the scene from the beach, immediately gave the alert. The firefighters mobilized for the search, and it was not until late at night that the body was found before being taken to the hospital for autopsy. 
The disappearance of this fisherman leaves behind a widow and several children, plunging his family and the fishing community of Mbour in deep dismay.
